Dog created by the region of Rottweil
butchers to work, soon became an
efficient guard and herding animals,
besides being useful in traction. It is
admittedly one of the oldest breeds,
already seen in the first century
campaigns of the Roman legions in the
Alps, both pastoring as guarding
prisoners. It is said that Emperor Nero
had copies in his palace to discourage
intruders. The Rottweilers were also used
to save money on long journeys. Due to its
